Expedition Overview

Baruntse is one of the beautiful peak in Nepal, a considerable and symmetrical snow peak, has four ridges and four summits. It is
bounded on the east by the Barun Glacier flowing north south from Cho, to the northwest by the Imja Tse glacier and the Hunku
glacier forms the southeast boundary. Our expedition guides and climbing Sherpas are well experienced and has got a lot of practical
experience. They have been in this field for the last two decades. So they could give all necessary guidance to take what all
precaution and expected dangers and how to tackle them. This enhances our expeditors to have full confidence and courage.The
south -East Ridge of Baruntse is a bit difficult because of being straightforward hard ways to climb. In the Expedition of Mt. Baruntse
there are hard sections of 50 Degree's elevation with a prominent ice cliff for climbing and facing the risk of avalanche. The climbers
have succeeded the mountain mostly in the spring season because of being the best season to the climber for safety. However, some
climbers have reached on the top of this mountain in the autumn season too.

Kathmandu, domestic flight as per itinerary

e 10. Expedition Stuffs Transportation — Necessary all equipment Transportation for all Members and Staffs From Kathmandu to Lukla
(by air cargo/vehicle) and to Base camp (by Porters / Yak) — While returning: Base camp to Lukla (by porters / Yak) and Lukla to
Kathmandu (by air cargo/vehicle). Member's personal equipment will be transport by air.

e 11. Member Luggage — Up to 60 Kg per member for personal baggage during the trek carrying by porter or Yak.

12. Food and Lodging — 3 meals a day (BLD; including tea and coffee) along with accessible accommodation at Hotel/Lodge/Tea
house/Camp during the trek and BC. Well-managed base camp set up for member & Staffs. Kailas or The north face tents will be set up
while camping in sharing basis.

13. Porter — Porters per member up to Base camp from Lukla & while returning porters from Base camp to Lukla.
e 14. Base Camp Staff — Experienced and well-trained Base camp Cook & kitchen Helpers as required.



15. Staff Salary and allowance — All Nepalese staffs & porters daily wages,accomodation,salary, equipment, foods & clothing.
¢ 16. Base Camp Tent — Each member will have individual Yak Mountain or Kailas tent in Base Camp.

e 17. Base Camp Equipment — At Base camp: foam mattresses and pillow per member, 1 Dinning Tent, 1 Kitchen Tent, 1 Communication
tent,1 Toilet & 1 Shower Tent, 1 Staffs Tent, 1 Tent for Nepalese base camp staffs, Store tents, Tables & chairs & all necessary cooking
gears.

e 18. Heater — Heater for base camp in each Dinning and other necessary camp.

e 19. Solar/Generator/Light — 1 Solar panel or Generator for battery charge and light at base camp for use.

e 20. High Altitude Climbing Sherpa — 1 veteran and Government Licensed Climbing Sherpa per member. (1 Member: 1 Sherpa).

e 21. Climbing Sherpa Salary & Allowance — Climbing Sherpa Salary, Equipment, Food and Clothing.

e 22. Bonus — Carry Bonus of Sherpas and Route Fixing Charges.

e 23. Rope Fixing Team — The team of experienced Sherpas will fix the route In Ama Dablam (no extra charge will be applied to members).
e 24. Oxygen Bottle — Oxygen bottles will be in stock at base camp in case of an emergency (subjected to charge).

e 25. Oxygen Mask & Regulator — Sets of Summit Oxygen mask will be in base camp in case of an emergency.

e 26. Satellite Phone — Satellite Phone for emergency communication carried by Sherpa, also available for members with appropriate
charge.

e 27. High Camp Service — High Altitude Tent, Necessary cooking EPI gas, cooking pot for member, High food for member, Sherpa, all
climbing and cooking crew at (C1) (C2) (C3). Group climbing gears, fixed and dynamic rope during the climbing period as required.

e 28. Walkie-Talkie — Walkie —Talkie for communicating from Base Camp to Mountain and Mountain to Base Camp.

e 29. Permit — Satellite Phone / walkie-talkie permit for all members and staffs.

e 30. Weather Forecast — Weather forecast report from Meteotest, Bern (Switzerland) during the entire expedition.

e 31. Medical Kit — Comprehensive Medical kit for group.

e 32. Certificate — Ama Dablam climbing certificate issued by MoCTCA (after climbing Mt. Ama Dablam successfully).
e 33. Map — Trekking and expedition route map

e 34. High Camp Tent — One 14 Peaks expedition tent as per sharing basis.

e 35. Training — Oxygen, Mask Regulator, Ice wall, and gear training at basecamp by Sherpa Guide
